
To be successful in Kindergarten, an incoming student should: 
 
Learning Habits: 

�¾ Can listen to and follow directions 
�¾ Can sit for and listen to a story and remain focused for at least 10 minutes—time 

extends as the year progresses. 
 
Homework Habits: 

�¾ Be able to complete and return homework each day with the supervision of 
parents. 

 
Writing, Language, and Spelling: 

�¾ Can write first name using uppercase at the beginning 
�¾ Can recognize first and last name 
�¾ Is able to recognize most alphabet letters and distinguish between uppercase and        

lowercase letters 
�¾ Recognizes some words 

 
Math: 

�¾ Can write numbers to 10  
�¾ Can count to 10  
�¾ Can sort objects by color, shape, and size 
�¾ Recognize groups of one, two, three, four, and five objects 
�¾ Can recognize numbers to 10 

 
Personal Habits 

�¾ Zip or button own coat (put on own gloves or mittens) 
�¾ Tie shoes 
�¾ Blow nose 

 
Parental Expectations for Kindergarteners 
Parent Do’s: 

�¾ Provide a spot for your student to do their homework every night 
�¾ Look over and check your student’s homework for accuracy every night.  Are the 

letters and numbers going the right direction?  Were they written from top to 
bottom? 

�¾ Ask your student’s teacher when you have a question, concern, or don’t know 
about something. 

�¾ Encourage and celebrate improvement, even small improvements. 
 
Parent Don’ts: 

�¾ Please do not do for your student things that he or she can and should do for him 
or herself (For example, taking homework out at home for completion and
